Foreword by Magnus Magnusson and Sir Michael Bonallack

Golf is essentially an outdoor game - a game you play against yourself in natural surroundings. One of its fundamental pleasures is that it is played in such varied surroundings, in direct touch with the natural environment. Indeed, the infinite variety of playing arenas which nature provides is what helps to set it apart from other sports. Golfing enjoyment and environmental quality are interdependent -each reinforces and benefits the other. How can we enrich this mutually beneficial relationship?

That is the avowed aim of this splendid Golf Bag project. Its purpose is twofold -both to raise awareness of the importance of good environmental stewardship of golf courses and, in more practical terms, to provide the golfing community everywhere with the ability to organise and carry out the tasks which will safeguard and improve the golfing environment.

For all of us, golfers and environmentalists alike, the vision is to make golf a truly sustainable game - a game where courses exist in harmony with their surroundings and act as a haven from outside pressures, not only for the golfer but also for the plants and animals and all the other elements of our natural heritage which form the unique setting for the sport.
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A golf course which has been sensitively designed and managed, in a way which works with nature rather than against it, is normally more interesting and challenging. This is one of the reasons why links courses are still respected as a real test of golf. Playing on more natural courses is an opportunity to get back to the original intention of the game - a test against the hazards that nature provided. It is always a priority of mine when I am working on the design of a golf course to work within these principles.

It is important that all clubs look at the qualities of their local environment to ensure that wildlife and habitats are conserved and to make sure that the quality of the golf course and its surrounds are not jeopardised for future golfing generations.

The Golf Bag offers a great deal of valuable information to golf clubs, golf course architects and designers.
